Uniform 2025  

It is compulsory for all students in Years 7, 8, 9, 10 and 11 to wear appropriate Central 

Academy uniform.  

Full and correct uniform is expected at all times and should be worn in the appropriate 

manner.  

Please support your child to adhere to the Central Academy school uniform policy, by 

ensuring that correct uniform is worn every day. All clothing should be clearly labelled with 

the student’s name.  

Our uniform providers can be used to purchase all or some of our uniform – either in store or 

online.  

 

Items that must be purchased from uniform providers: 

• Central Academy Blazer with logo on 

• Central Academy PE kit (see information below) 

• Central Academy tie  

 

Items that can be purchased from a shop of your choice: 

• White shirt or blouse, long or short sleeved  

• Plain grey jumper or knitted plain grey cardigan (optional)  

• Black socks to be worn with trousers  

• Black leather flat shoes (examples below) 

• Boys uniform trousers or girls’ uniform trousers in black or grey (no tight leggings)

Guidance for Shoes 

Shoes must be black and leather with no obvious logo on. They must provide adequate 

support and protection, as well as being able to be cleaned. Canvas shoes, trainers with air 

bubbles, On Cloud trainers and boots are not allowed.

Hair and Jewellery 

Hair must be of natural hair colour and style at the discretion of the school. This means no 

extreme hairstyles will be permitted.  

Jewellery should be kept to a minimum at school. If jewellery is worn, it is the responsibility 

of the student if lost.  

• Piercings must be a small metal stud (no stretch earrings or facial piercings) 

• Necklaces must not be on show. 

• A maximum of 2 bracelets can be worn at school. 

• We do not allow any smart watches with the ability to connect to a mobile phone. 

Make up should be kept to a minimum – discrete and natural. Nails should a natural length 

and should not impede the students ability to engage in their lessons (PE).  
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School Bag 

An appropriate school bag, large enough to hold an A4 book and appropriate equipment must 

be brought to school every day. A rucksack is recommended. More guidance can be found 

below. 

 

Coats, Hats and Scarves 

An outdoor coat is recommended. These must not be worn in the school building. On entering 

the building, coats need to go into bags or lockers. 

 

PE Kit 

The Central Academy PE kit must be purchased either of our providers and it is compulsory 

for students to wear their PE kit for every PE lesson. 

• Central Academy PE T-shirt with logo 

• Central Academy PE hoodie with logo 

• Plain black shorts or leggings (purchased anywhere) 

 

Other items available to purchase but not compulsory 

• Central Academy PE shorts or skort 

• Central Academy PE socks 

• Indoor trainers for the sports hall and football boots for outdoors, with no bladed 

boots (purchased anywhere) 

• Shin pads are required for football (purchased anywhere)
